He started to work as a freelance dental surgeon at Sakarya from 1983 on. 
His Work:

In 1986 he took an interest in the problems of the Middle East. He attended national and international meetings and lobbying activities in order to find a peaceful solution for the Afghanistan, Israel-Palestine and Lebanon problems and for the Iran- Iraq War and he presented papers. In the same year he started to write about foreign politics in newspapers and journals. 
In 1987 he went to Germany, the Netherlands, France, Iran, the UK and Saudi Arabia about the Afghanistan, Palestine problem and the Iran – Iraq war and held discussions with many politicians and intellectualists. 
In 1990 as the Soviet Union fell, he concerned himself with the problems between Georgia and Abkhazia in the Caucasians and those between Russia and Azerbaijan. 
In 1991 he started to tend to the Abkhazia – Georgia war in the Caucasians and the Nagorno-Karabakh war between Azerbaijan-Armenia and besides these, also to the Balkans from the time when the Balkan crisis broke out. 
On April 4th, 1992, from the moment the Bosnia-Herzegovina tragedy started, he organized an aid campaign in Adapazarı with the cooperation of the municipality and the public as the first time in our country and he took the collected donations to the Bosnian refugees in Macedonia. The donations were distributed to the refugees by the cooperation of the Macedonian Red Cross and El-Hilal. From Macedonia he went to Bosnia – Herzegovina to see the events on the spot on the 34th day of the Bosnia-Herzegovina tragedy. When he returned, he established the “Bosnia Solidarity Group” in Istanbul with a group of friends as a civilian initiative in order to ensure peace again in Bosnia, which had a multicultural, multi-faith and ethnic structure. The same year he went to Bosnia-Herzegovina many times and arranged help for the Bosnia people. 
During the years 1992-93 he was a Special Advisor for Turgut Özal, the 8th President. 
In 1992 he offered the “Harran Basin Economical Cooperation Project” (HEIP) to President Turgut Özal to contribute to the solution of the East and South-East problem and also to establish permanent relationships with the Middle East countries and currently he is continuing to work on this project. 
On 9-11 January, 1993 he attended the Organization of the Islamic Conference in Dakar, the capital of Senegal and as the special representative of the President of Turkey he accompanied the Distinguished Bosnia-Herzegovina President Alija Izetbegovic from Geneva to Senegal and again to Geneva and he was effective on the decisions taken at the Islamic Conference about Bosnia-Herzegovina.
Between 15-21February, 1993 he took part in the Balkans trip of President Turgut Özal. He continually informed President Turgut Özal on the region at the meetings with the presidents of Bulgaria, Macedonia, Albania and Croatia. Meanwhile he continued his work as the secretary of the Bosnia Solidarity Group and he undertook many attempts to stop the war and to establish peace before international decision-taking organizations (UN, PACE, OSCE, EP, NATO and OIC) and the presidents, vice presidents and ministers of foreign affairs of the USA, France, the UK, Germany and the Russian Federation. Within this framework he wrote many letters and prepared reports. He wrote many reports about the Bosnia – Herzegovina problem and tried to inform both the state mechanisms and the political parties and civilian initiative associations. 
He was one of the founders of the “Solidarity Foundation” that was founded when the Bosnia Solidarity Group gained a legal entity and he took over the position of the general secretary. 
On 7-10 April, 1994 he organized the “International Balkan Conference” of the Solidarity Foundation in Istanbul, which was the first international organization of the foundation to establish consistency in the Balkans and to provide peace in Bosnia – Herzegovina and he was also the conference secretary.  — The International Balkan Conference was held at Istanbul Harbiye Cultural Center and was attended by 108 statesmen, politicians, scientists and journalists from 28 countries. As a result of the conference the 108 participants from 28 countries suggested to establish the “International Balkan Conference Monitoring Committee Secretariat” and he activated this constitution and conducted the general secretariat of it. 
On 19 September, 1995 he held discussions about the Bosnia Problem with Vladimir Kuznetsov, the Ankara ambassador and the Balkans advisor of Boris Yeltsin, the President of the Russian Federation. 

Between 27 September and 15 October, 1995 he visited Bosnia – Herzegovina and before the Dayton Summit, he had meetings with the President Alija Izetbegovic, the Presidency Croatia member Stjpan Klujic, the Vice President Hasan Muratovic and other state executives about establishing peace in the region and offered suggestions. 
On 8th November, 1995, when the 11th Islamic Conference Organization Economic and Commercial Cooperation Permanent Committee (İSEDAK) met in Istanbul, he presented an offer of 20 items for a solution in Bosnia for the Islamic Countries to perform their responsibilities. 
On September 25th, 1996 he attended the European Council Parliamentary Assembly, which met in Strasbourg, France to find a solution for the Chechnya problem, as an observer.  

On 3-6 October, 1996 he organized the International Caucasian Conference in Istanbul to provide consistency and peace in the Caucasian. He was the general secretary of the conference.
Between 1996 and 97 he wrote reports about the problems that emerged in Bulgaria and Albania. He took part in the aid campaign organization to help Bulgaria that was struggling with starvation. He undertook many attempts to provide consistency in Albania. He had meetings with authorities from the government and from the opposition. He also informed international humanitarian aid organizations to help the Albanian refugees, who were taking refuge in Italy. 

By cooperation with the Ministry of the State, he provided medicine and other aid to be sent for the earthquake disaster that happened in Afghanistan in 1998. 

In May 1997 before the battle started in Kosovo, he prepared the “Kosovo Report” for the European Council Turkish Delegation. 
In 1998 he made attempts to provide all information for the government, representatives of political parties and civilian public associations and for them to take effective action in order to find a peaceful solution for the Kosovo Problem that emerged in new Yugoslavia. He wrote in various newspapers and journals about this issue, interviews with him were published and he took part in television programs. 
On June 27th, 1998 he organized the Kosovo Problem Symposium and presented a paper. 

In 1998 he went to Kosovo over Albania in order to witness the battles onsite. 
On the 24th December, 1995 and 18th April, 1999 elections he was a parliamentarian candidate from the 1st and 3rd regions in Istanbul.
At the 17th August, 1999 earthquake he founded the Adapazarı Humanitarian Aid Committee and helped the earthquake victims for a period of 1 year. 
On 22nd February, 2000 he took aid to the Chechen refugees in Georgia in cooperation with the Red Crescent. 

He was in London, the UK, to make research on the subjects of the Balkans, the Caucasus and the Middle East from October 2000 to May 2001. 
In June 2001 he held meetings with the Macedonian authorities to find solutions for the Albanian problem in Macedonia. 
He was one of the founders of the Justice and Development Party that was founded in August 2001. 
In September 2001 he was made the Chair of the Solidarity Foundation. At the same time he was the chair of the Solidarity and Cooperation of People of Bosnia – Herzegovina. 
When Israel attacked Western Bank in April 2002, he went to Israel and Palestine as the Chair of the Solidarity Foundation and had meetings with the Israeli and Palestinian authorities to start an “Istanbul Process” to establish peace. Within this context he had discussions with the Palestinian President Yasser Arafat and the Israel Minister of Foreign Affairs, Shimon Peres. 
At the 3rd November, 2002 elections he was elected as the Sakarya Member of Parliament from the Justice and Development Party 

During the period as a Member of Parliament: 
He was the Foreign Affairs member at the Turkish National Assembly, member at the European Council Parliamentarians Assembly, at the Western Europe Union Parliament and the European Security and Cooperation Organization Parliamentarians Assembly Turkish Delegation. He was the Chair of the Turkey – Croatia and Turkey – Financial Inter-parliaments Society, the Vice-chair of the Turkey – Bosnia – Herzegovina, Turkey – Slovenia and Turkey – Sudan Inter-parliaments Society and the General Secretary of the Turkey – Cuba Inter-parliaments Society. He prepared reports on the Balkans, the Caucasian, the Middle East, Asia and Africa (Palestine, Lebanon and Sudan Darfur problem etc.). 
On 15-17 September, 2004 he took medical materials and food aid to the refugees affected by the civil war in Nyala, South Darfur in Sudan in cooperation with the Prime Ministry Emergency Management and the Turkish Armed Forces and he made investigations there.  
On 18th January, 2005 in cooperation with the Prime Ministry Emergency Management and the Turkish Armed Forces and the Red Crescent he took medical materials and food aid to the Banda Aceh city on the Aceh Sumatra island of Indonesia that was affected by the earthquake and tsunami. 
On 18-28 April, 2005 he worked as a dental surgeon together with the Doctors Worldwide Turkey in El Geneina city of Western Darfur in Sudan. 
On 8th November, 2005 he took humanitarian aid with the Doctors Worldwide Turkey for the earthquake that happened in the city of to Muzafferabad, Pakistan Azad Kashmir and made investigations there. 
On 25-30 July, 2006 he went to Palestine and had meetings with public associations and political leaders in Western Bank and Gaza and made investigations. 
On 7-12 August, 2006, when the battles started with the attack of Israel to Lebanon, he went to Lebanon and made investigations there. He had meetings with non-governmental organizations and political leaders. 
On 15-25 December, 2007 he took food aid and medical materials together with the aid association FEDA to the regions that were affected by the Sidr hurricane in Bangladesh. 
On 27-30 March, 2008 he went to Hartum, the capital of Sudan, within the context of the “European Cataract Project” realized in cooperation with the Solidarity Foundation and the Humanitarian Aid Foundation (IHH) and had meetings with government authorities.
Between the dates of 16-24 May, 2008 he worked at the Princess Alia State Hospital in El Halil city of the Western Bank in Palestine together with the Doctors Worldwide Turkey, who were performing “burned lip-palate and hypospadias operations.” 
Between the dates of 13-21 June, 2008 he took part in the team of the Doctors Worldwide Turkey, who were performing operations in the fields of orthopedics, brain surgery and general surgery at the Shifa Hospital in Gaza, Gaza Band of Palestine and the Nasser Hospital at Khan Yunus. 
During the years 2008-2009 he made several attempts to establish and sustain peace in the Middle East. From December 2008 to January 2009 he was in Gaza with the Doctors Worldwide Turkey to intervene in the treatment of the injured people who were wounded at the Israel’s Cast Lead Operation to Gaza. 
In February 2010 he took part in the medical aid organization at Guinea, Gine Bissau with the Doctors Worldwide Turkey. He had meetings with the Guinea Bissau President, Prime Minister and the Minister of Health and he prepared the aid projects for Turkey’s health education. 
Art Studies:
He has been working on Photography since 1984. He has had national and international photograph exhibitions. 
He shot short-length films. He made his first documentary film in 2010. He was the producer and the director of the documentary called “The Caucasian Islam Army” telling about the final victory of the Ottoman Army at the 1st World War, which comprises of 5 sections.  
He has friendly relations with many political, intellectual people, scientists, foreign affairs experts, journalists and artists in the USA, Europe, Asia and Africa. 
He gave conferences on Foreign Affairs, Art of Cinema and Photography and administered courses. He has a film and documentary archive of 1000 cassettes. 
He has been writing on foreign politics in various newspapers and journals since 1986.
